Michale holds a Master of
Arts Degree from the University of Calgary and a Master of Education Degree from Gonzaga University, as
well as certificates in historic resource management and museum management.

Lang’s nomination began with this enlightening statement: “Michale Lang truly understands the importance of
knowing who we are and where we have come from, and the importance of communicating that
understanding to a wider world. Her life has been dedicated to making the history and heritage of the people
of Alberta relevant and meaningful on a deeply personal level.
